An Emergency Committee of the British Boxing Board of Control met today to consider an application from Promoter Barry Hearn to extend the date of the above contest from the 18th March 2005 at The Kelvin Hall, Glasgow as won at purse offer, to the 9th April 2005 at the same venue.

In the absence of the agreement of all parties concerned (Promoter/both Boxers) the Board were unable to change the terms of the binding agreement of the purse offer.  In these circumstances the Stewards immediately put out the contest again on short terms available to all Promoters.  Purse offer to be opened by the President at the Board’s offices in Cardiff on Friday, 4th March 2005 at 12.00.midday.

The contest must take place by Saturday, 16th April 2005.

The Board has applied to the European Boxing Union for an extension to the deadline for the latest date by which Alex Arthur (subject to not losing against Docherty) must challenge for the European Title against Boris Sinitsin of Russia, the Champion, and is reliably informed that this application will be granted, having also secured the agreement of Sinitsin for this extension.
