Seven months ago the children, led by our agriculture team, learnt about the 
importance and multiple roles of trees in the environment.  They studied how trees 
help us to breathe, provide us with food and shelter and how they are home for many 
diverse kinds of animals.  To increase their understanding of how better to protect the 
environment and help save “mother earth” they learnt about growing trees from seeds 
and saplings.  This innovative programme also helped the children to understand the 
process of conserving water in the irrigation and watering process as well as the 
techniques of making natural compost to avoid the sometimes harmful effects and 
financial cost of using chemical fertilisers.  
  
To sustain their education and help generate much needed income they grew 3000 
fruit trees to sell in their appeal.  With dignity and pride they now hope to sell the fruits 
of their labour.
